In accordance with Section 2279 of +the California Food and
Agricultural Code, I am pleased to submit the Mendocino County
Agricultural Crop Report for 1983.

The total gross agricultural value for commodities produced in 19893
was $247,227,300. This is an increase of $72,747,600 from the 1988
crop production due mainly to an increase of $40,139,000 in forest
products and an increase of $30,170,600 in fruits and nuts. Forest
products were the leading category with a value of $139,%6&2,000.
Agricultural production value, excluding timber, was $87,265,300, an
increase of $3&,629,30Q0 from the 1388 value and a new county record.

Grapes were the second leading agricultural crop with a value of
$45,618,90@, a new county record. This is an increase of 112% over
1388.

BEartlett pear production tonnage was recorded at 57,374 tons, up 25%
from 1388. The wvalue was $16,507,70@, which is an increase of
5, 221, S2@ over 1388.

I must emphasize that this crop report represents only the gross
value to the growers and does not reflect "any net income nor cost of
product ion.

I wish to express my appreciation to the many pecple in the agricul-
tural and timber industries, my able staff members, and the U.C.
Cooperative Extension for their efforts in making this crop report
possible.
