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The total grosg agricultural value for commodities produced in 1954
was $235,791,.560. This is a decrease of $23,770,200 from the 1983
crop production due mainly to forest product reductions, & smaller
grape crop and lower pear prices. The leading category was forest
oroducts with a value of $158,706,00G. The agricultural production
value, excludine timber, was $77,085,300, a decrease of 58,413,200
from the 1953 value.

Grapes were the second leading agricultural Crop with a value of
$32,600,800, a decrease for the second year in a Xow. Although
prices were hatter, the yields were gubstantially reduced.

Total pear production was 70,236 tons with tne Bartlett pear crop
at a whopping 6%,418 tons, a new county record. Tonnage was
actually larger than thisz, but due to dismally low prices, several
hundred tons were laft unpicked.

This crop report repregents only the gross value to tha growars.
Tt does not retlect apny net income or costs of production.

I wish to expresg wy sincere gratitude to all the growers, my
excellent staff members, the U.C. Cooperative Extension and other
government agencies for their efforts in making this Crop report
possible.
