The total gross agricultural value for commodities produced in 1995 was
$268,430,600. This being a new county record, is an increase of $32,639,100. over
the 1994 value. The increase is due primarily to forest products and wine grapes. The
leading category was forest products with a value of $179,211,000, Agricultural

production excluding timber was $89,219,600., which was also a new county
record.

Grapes, the second leading crop, also set a new county record with a value of
$48,723,100. The production was very good at 55,179 tons, but it was the Drice per

ton at $883 which set the record. This represented an average increase of 21% over
1994,

Record production values were also set in the categories of livestock & poultry
products and field crops.

This crop report represents only the gross value to the growers. It does not
reflect any net income or costs of production, including packing house charges.
