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The totat gross agricultaral value for commodities produced in 2000 was
$274,370,500, a reduction of 2% from 1999, The leading category continues to be forest
products with a value of $145,798,400. Agricultural production, excluding timber,
had a value of $128,572,100 which is a slight reduction from 1999, This report

represents only the gross value to the growers. [t does not reflect any net costs of
production or processing charges.

Grapes, the second leading crop, had a value of $87,266,000, a minor increase of
$2,649,000 over 1999, Grapes set a new record average price per ton for the seventh

year in a row. Pears had a very disappointing year. The last three years represent the
most {rying times the pear industry has gver experienced.

No record production values were set in the year 2000, This is indicative of the

precarious conditions facing agriculture. These are very challenging times for farmers
to our county, and throughout the state. However, this report shows that agricalture is
extremely crucial to the economy of Mendocino County, as it is throughout California.
